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The State Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) collects data on homeless students, 

K-12.  Despite efforts to reduce student homelessness, the most recent 2016-2017 school year count 

found 1670 homeless students, a 32% increase from 2008 and a 10% increase over last year.  The lower 

chart shows that 928 of the 1670 (56%) of homeless students are in North Thurston School District.
